APPENDIX B

In this appendix, we explore the degree to which differences in school expenditures per pupil
vary with size of administrative unit student enroliment per supervisory union (SU) and
supervisory district (SD), physical size of SUs and SDs, and number of local educational
authorities (LEAs) per SU/SD*. For this analysis, we will use supervisory unions and
districts (SUs and SDs), the universe of which contains a total of sixty unions/districts.
Because there were fifty-eight in 1995, we will our analysis to this subset, thereby excluding
the Barre SU and Rivendell SD. SU/SDs offer a good opportunity to measure how various
educational expenditures vary by unit size. We present some figures that affirm the
hypothesis that Vermont's small units are linked to relatively higher costs per pupil for some
expenditure types. There are a number of cases, however, in which expected economies of
scale (i.e., lower unit expenditures with increasing enrollment) are not apparent. These
exceptions are important when considering potential impact of consolidation on per pupil
expenditures.

For the analysis of SU/SD by number of enrolled pupils, we divide the 58 SU/SDs into
approximate enroliment quintiles and use the average daily membership (ADM) figures as
the enrollment figure. > For the physical size of SU/SD, we again split the data by
approximate quintiles based on Department of Education size data. Finally, for the number
of LEAs per SU/SD, we examine 6 categories that have approximately equal counts of
SU/SDs (9 to 12) as regards number of LEAS, except for the 10+ LEA group, which has four
SU/SDs.

This section is divided into four parts. In B.1, we present a series of observations
concerning major features of the expenditure data aggregated by SU/SD enrollment with
references to charts and tables. The charts related to the discussion are found in section
B.2, while the tables are found in section B.3. In section B.4, we present charts showing
total expenditures using full-time equivalent pupil counts as the basis of per pupil
expenditures instead of the average daily membership (ADM) enrollment used in the tables
and charts shown in B.1-B.3. The two essential differences are: (1) The FTE data more
accurately align the location in which pupils are served with the location in which
expenditures are made, and (2) The FTE data understate the number of pupils served by
merging part-time (i.e., less-than-full day students) into full-time equivalents. As a
consequence, the per-pupil expenditure rates will appear to be significantly higher than
those calculated with the ADM figures.

! There are thirteen supervisory districts included in the dataset used for this analysis. Of those, nine consist of one LEA in the SD while four
contain two LEAs.

2 Average daily membership (ADM) in an LEA includes resident students in the jurisdiction present in schools during the first 40 days of the
school year and state-placed students who reside outside the LEA, measured at various points over the year. This figure can be different than
the October 1 attendance that is the official enroliment figure. The ADM figure includes pre-kindergarten and ungraded students, and includes
persons in adult education. It is used to derive equivalent pupil counts used for determining State funding allocation, but as these counts are
weighted by the relative cost that different groups represent as regards expenditures, they would be inappropriate for this analysis.
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B.1 Expenditure by Functions and Objects

State education expenditures are categorized into three distinct accounts, namely
function, object, and program. The accounting scheme is one created by the federal
Department of Education for tracking sources and uses of funds and for general
comparative analysis of school revenues and expenditures. Function refers to the purpose
for which funds are used (e.qg., instruction, support, services, facilities, etc.), while object
refers to the reason payments are made, as in payments for goods and/or services linked to
expenditures, such as salaries, benefits, purchased professional services, transportation,
etc. Programs refer to the different activities performed in schools and include such things
as administration, capital goods provision, regular education, special education, summer
school, etc.

Because local school officials have to complete the accounting reports using
whatever internal accounting conventions are applied in the context of their states and
localities, classification of expenditures can become somewhat arbitrary and lead to a
certain amount of volatility in some accounts. While this is not generally a problem for larger
categories such as personnel salaries or for classroom supplies, some expenditure
allocations made by SU/SDs are not know to school officials, who may allocate or simply not
know the details of an expenditure made on their behalf. This is particularly true of the
"catch-all" miscellaneous or "other" categories.

Total Expenditure per Pupil

= Total expenditures per pupil grew at 6.5%/year. The highest overall growth rate was
among the very small SUs at 7.0% /year, while the lowest was among the large SUs at
5.7%lyear. Inthe most recent 5 year period (2000-2005), the Very Large SUs had
significantly higher cost growth than other SU sizes, as shown in Chart 5.

» The range of 2005 expenditures per pupil was approximately $8,000 per pupil to
$23,000, with a median value of $12,500 and an average of $13,100. (The distribution
is skewed slightly by several very high cost SUs.) Despite the extreme range of
values, the actual variation between SUs is not that great, with the coefficient of
variation, .19 in 2005, moving in a narrow band over the period, as shown in Chart 4.

In 2005, the range between SUs was approximately $750 per pupil.

Direct Instruction Expenditure

= As the largest single functional expenditure type (58%, see Table 1), direct
instructional expenditures evidence a distinct narrowing of the range among SUs over
time, as shown in Chart 6. This appears to be a direct result of Act 60 providing a
more level fund base for all schools. Whereas the range in 1995 was more than
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$1000 per pupil per year across the SU sizes, this has narrowed to approximately
$500 per pupil per year. Very small SUs were clearly the lowest spending of all SU
classes in 1995, but just reached parity by 2005.

Direct instruction costs are growth at a slightly slower rate than overall costs, at 6.2%
per year versus the 6.5% for total. Not surprising is the expenditure growth rate
pattern among the SU sizes, which is consistent with total expenditures in having
Large SUs with the lowest cost growth, while the Very Small have the highest, as
shown in Chart 7. In general expenditure growth appears to decline with increasing
SU size, except for the upswing among the Very Large SUs. This is an important
feature when considering the potential impact of consolidation, although post-Act 60
behavior would need a more careful examination.

Support Services

After direct instruction, support services are the second largest functional
expenditures, representing 31% of total expenditures in 1995.

Support services, somewhat surprisingly, show few t signs of economies of scale. As
shown in Chart 8, Mid Sized SUs uniformly face the highest expenditures per puplil,
with the rest tightly grouped together.

As with direct instruction, the differences among SUs in terms of expenditure growth
appear to be declining within this group, as shown in Chart 9. Variation between the
SUs is not significantly greater than for direct instruction, and there appears to be little
from this perspective to be gained from consolidation, and even the indication that it
might raise costs.

Non-instructional Services

Non-instructional services represent a relatively minor portion of overall expenditures,
approximately 3% in 2005.

The first observation year, 1995, appears to be missing data for all SUs, suggesting an
accounting change in some component(s). The 1995 initial values are all drastically
low, yielding misleadingly large growth rates in expenditures per pupil. If we drop the
1995 figure and measure growth from 1996 onward, the rates are actually lower than
direct instruction or support services at 5.4% per year.

As shown in Chart 10, the larger SU size classes have larger expenditures per pupil.
The Very Small SU's have the lowest, and the Large SUs the highest. Since the range
of services may not be uniform over different SU sizes, this component may not offer
consolidation cost savings, and is a small proportion of the total, regardless.

As shown in Table 4, a number of SUs, including sizeable ones such as Caledonia
North SU and Chittenden South SU, show intermittent periods of extremely low
expenditures per year. This raises the question of whether expenditures in this
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functional code include a consistent set of measure, the first year of data not with
standing.

Facility Acquisition and Construction

Facility acquisition and construction is a relatively small expenditure category,
representing approximately 4% of the total. It is highly erratic within individual SUs,
and the construction or renovation of a single structure can cause a large increase in
expenditures for a year or two, following by a complete absence of spending in
subsequent years. As shown in Table 5, numerous SUs go for years without an
expenditure in this category, making it among the most volatile, as shown in Chart 12.
Overall, facility acquisition and construction are growing at 4.4% per year. As
population in the State shifts to larger centers, this rate is suggestive of some
replacement construction, coupled with the need for additional space is a limited
number of SUs. As shown in Chart 13, the most recent 5 year period was one of
expenditure growth in the Mid Size through Very Large SUs, while the Very Small and
Small SUs saw a decline in per student spending.

Consolidation will probably increase the need for this type of expenditures and can
could represent a significant short-run expenditure if the smallest SUs begin to see a
need for new structures and/or additions to existing ones.

Other Expenditures

Other expenditures, approximately 5% of the total, represent the fastest growing
category of the five major functional categories, growing at nearly 10% per year over
1995-2005. With a uniform and significant drop in expenditure in 2005, (almost 50%
for each of the SU size classes in the last year alone), it is possible that a reporting
anomaly or change in accounting procedures is behind this decline. This accounts for
the peculiar behavior shown in Chart 15.

Disregarding potential data problems in the last year, the SUs are fairly uniform with
respect to expenditures per puplil in this category. There is a low coefficient of
variation over all SUs and the range for most years is limited to several hundred
dollars per pupil by the SU size classes, as shown in Chart 14.
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Salaries

Salaries, at 53% of the total expenditures, are important in this analysis because they
vary little over the SUs when considering size classes and growing more slowly than
overall expenditures per pupil. As Shown in Chart 16, the range over the size classes
has narrowed somewhat since 1995, although the Very Small and Small SUs still see
the lowest expenditures per pupil. This is a key point, in so much as consolidation
may force salaries to rise to match larger SUs.

Salary growth during 2000-2005 accelerated markedly, rising by more than 2
percentage points over the 1995-2000 value, overall, as shown in Chart 17.

Benefits

Benefits, the second largest of object codes in share of total expenditures, 15% in
2005, are growing at nearly 9 % per year over 1995-2005, but have also been
accelerating during the 2" half, and grew at more than 12% over 2000-2005.

The growth rate is consistently high over all SUs, suggesting little improvement that
might arise through consolidation. As with salaries, the lowest expenditures per pupils
for benefits are found among the Very Small and Small SUs. This is a key point, in
so much as consolidation may force benefits to rise to match larger SUs.

Special Education

Special education is one of the fastest growing expenditures throughout the State,
growing at approximately 8.5% per year over 1995-2005. At $2,827 per pupil in 2005,
it exceeds expenditure on personnel benefits and all other types of spending described
here with the exception of personnel salaries.

Per pupil expenditures are lowest in the very small SU/SDs but largest in small
SU/SDs. Second highest are the very large SU/SDs, so it does not appear that
expenditure varies closely with enrollment size class.

Expenditures grew at their fastest rate in the very small enroliment SU/SDs and
slowest in the large SU/SDs.

Expenditures among the size classes converged from 1995 to 2000 such that per pupil
figures were within $150 per pupil for all SU/SDs. From 2000-2005, however, the
figures diverged and the range is now over $300 per pupil (See Chart 29.)

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B.4-Total Expenditures Using Full-Time Equivalent Enroliment

In this appendix, we present charts depicting total expenditures by SU/SD quintiles
for enrollment, size, and number of LEAs using full-time equivalent (FTE) enrollment as the
basis for the quintiles and per pupil calculations. Because FTE enroliment is significantly
lower than average daily membership (ADM) figures, the per pupil figures using the FTE
enrollments are correspondingly higher than the ADM ones, approximately 10 percent
higher. For reference, we also show charts with total expenditures per pupil using the FTE

enrolliments. These can be compared to similar charts found in section B.3 of this appendix.
