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Statutory Charge 
 
Act No. 66 Sec. 7 (a).  The secretary of administration shall compile a list of all reports 
legislatively required of units of state government and, in consultation with the legislative 
council and the joint fiscal office, submit a proposal to prioritize these requirements. The list and 
proposal shall be submitted to the house and senate appropriations committees by January 15, 
2004. 
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Report Summary 
 
Compilation of  Reports 
 
During the 2003 interim, the Department of Finance and Management of the Agency of 
Administration compiled a comprehensive list of reports required by the Legislature (see 
Attachment A).  It identified a total of 735 new reports mandated since 1998, or an average of 
122 new reports required each year for the past six years. Of the 735 new reports required since 
1998, 555 of them were one-time or limited duration reports.  However, 180 of them are on-
going, requiring reports to the legislature year after year.

The Department of Finance and Management also identified an additional 230 on-going 
reporting requirements codified in various sections of the Vermont Statutes Annotated (“the 
green books”).  Thus, in addition to new reporting requirements that the legislature may impose 
in any year - currently averaging 122 per year - the agencies face an accumulation of 410 on-
going reporting requirements from previous years.  
 
Consolidation and Prioritization  
 
Act 66 (the FY 2004 Appropriations Act) directed the Agency, in consultation with the Joint 
Fiscal Office (JFO) and the Legislative Council (LC), to present a proposal to “prioritize” these 
reporting requirements. A “working group” of Finance, JFO and LC staff  was organized for this 
purpose and met several times.  On September 8, 2003 a progress report was presented by the 
working group to the Joint Fiscal Committee along with a plan to prioritize the existing reporting 
requirements, and prepare a recommendation for the legislature.  
 
After the list of reports was complied, each agency and department was asked to review the 
reports required of it and identify those reports which contained continuing important legislative 
requests for information and to identify the reports that are not frequently used or are obsolete.  
The agencies and departments were also given the opportunity to suggest consolidation, 
simplification, or elimination of reports if in the judgment of the agency or department the time 
and resources expended in producing the report are not outweighed by its utility.  The criterion 
used for evaluating the reporting requirements was: “To the best of your knowledge, has the 
required information/report been regularly consulted in legislative decision-making or in the 
development of public policy, by the legislature or by public organizations or interest groups?”  
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The overall goal of the project is to enhance public accountability by identifying the worthwhile 
and useful reports, consolidating them, and increasing access to them (for example, by posting 
them on Department web sites); and to conserve state resources by eliminating reports that no 
longer serve a purpose sufficient to justify the time and resources used in their preparation.  It 
should be noted that proposing a report for elimination would not mean that the agency or 
department could be unresponsive to future legislative requests of any kind for information; only 
that the report as such need not be routinely presented. 
 
Organization of Reporting Requirements 
 
Currently, agency reporting requirements are randomly located throughout Vermont law; 
including the annual session laws and the codified Vermont Statutes Annotated. There is no 
index to easily locate mandated reports, and no usual or conventional location in the statutes 
where they may be found.  
 
The working group considered the establishment of an entirely new chapter in Title 3 
(Executive) which would consolidate all reporting requirements of all agencies in one place.  
This was rejected, however, as it would separate the reporting requirement from the context of 
the laws relating to the program or the issue subject to the report, or it would require reproducing 
and duplicating that context in the new chapter in Title 3.   
 
Instead, the working group recommends listing and highlighting reporting requirements  of each 
agency or department within the statutory chapter or other sections of law creating the agency or 
department.  To the administrative provisions at the beginning of each chapter creating an 
agency or department, the working group recommends adding a new “reports” section.  This 
reports section should list all reports required by the legislature from that agency or department 
and provide a cross reference to the section of law mandating and giving context to the report. In 
addition, the reports section should require or enable an agency or department to consolidate 
reports where possible.  
 
Phase-in Changes 
 
The working group has proposed legislation to implement its recommendations for statutory 
changes for four executive offices or departments.  Attachment C is a draft bill to create separate 
reports sections within the administrative provisions of each department or office; repeal 
obsolete reporting requirements of that office or department, and amend other statutes as needed 
to conform with the recommended reporting format. 
 
The four departments chosen for initial consideration are the office of the State Treasurer, the 
Department of Labor and Industry, the Department of  Banking, Insurance, Securities and Health 
Care Administration, and the Department of Public Safety.  Each of these departments has 
developed a plan for consolidation and organization of its legislative reporting requirements as 
well as elimination of obsolete or unused reports. Attachments B through D contain the 
recommendations of the Working Group. If this process meets with legislative approval, the 
Administration will continue recommending legislation to consolidate the reporting requirements 
in other agencies and departments.
